Exams: There will be four unit exams in this course. Each exam will consist of multiple choice and written response questions. The weighting of the exams will not all be equal as some units are longer than others. If you miss an exam, you will be expected to write it at lunch on the day that you return school.
Quizzes: There will be a quiz at the end of each chapter (unless it is the last chapter in the unit). The weighting of the quizzes will be equal.  Quizzes will be composed of a number of different types of questions, including multiple choice, true/false, fill in the blank and short answer. If you miss a quiz, you will be expected to write it after school on either Tuesday or Thursday following your return to school.
Assignments: There will be a number of assignments throughout the semester. The weighting on assignments will not be equal, as the marks will be calculated using the raw score. Some assignments will be longer and will therefore be weighted heavier. If you are absent the day an assignment is collected, it is your responsibility to make sure you hand it in when you return.
Labs: There will be a number of labs throughout the semester. If you have an unexcused absence on the day of a lab, you will receive a “0” for that lab. The weighting on labs will not be equal as marks will be calculated using raw scores.

Final Exam: At the end of the semester there will be a final exam that covers all the material from the semester. The exam will consist of multiple choice and short answer questions.
