            Final Exam                                         20%
Exams: There will be four unit exams in this course. Each exam will consist of multiple choice and written response questions. The weighting of the exams will be equal.

Quizzes: There will be a quiz every Tuesday “Testy Tuesday.” The weighting of each quiz will be determined by their raw scores. Quizzes may include a variety of question types including multiple choices, true/false, fill-in-the blank and short answer.

Assignments: There will be a number of assignments throughout the semester. The weighting on assignments will not be equal, as the marks will be calculated using the raw score. Some assignments will be longer and will therefore be weighted heavier.

Labs: There will be a number of labs throughout the semester. If you have an unexcused absence on the day of a lab, you will receive a “0” for that lab. The weighting on labs will not be equal as marks will be calculated using raw scores.

Final Exam: At the end of the semester there will be a final exam that covers all the material from the semester. This exam will be written during exam week at the school.
